2 1 liter s. s. beaker with handle.
3. Sanitization (pre-mixed) strength: . ! 20l> ppm.

4. Spray bottle for sanitizer.
5. Container with potable water for rinsing.
6. Ink Pen and sample pad.
7. Sterile gloves.
8. Ice che~ts and ice sufficient ~o properly protect

.samp~es.
