7. DOLLS: any type, NO KITS
8. KNITTING: A) Hand   B) Machine
9. CROCHET
10. TATTING
11. FINE ART PAINTING: A) Oil    B) Watercolor   C) Drawings, Pastels, Acrylics, Charcoal
12. HANDCRAFTED TOY: Any material
13. HOLIDAY DECORATION: Any season
14. CROSS-STITCH: A) Counted cross stitch   B) Other cross stitch (this does not include machine cross stitch)

15. NEEDLEPOINT: Any type canvas
16. HAND EMBROIDERY: All types including brazilian, ribbon, crewel (ALL HAND WORK)
17. MACHINE EMBROIDERY: All - including machine cross stitch
18. OTHER HAND STITCHING: hardanger cutwork, smocking, applique
19. PHOTOGRAPHY: A) Color   B) Black and White
20. QUILTS: A) hand pieced & hand quilted           B) machine pieced & hand quilted    

C) hand pieced & machine quilted     D) machine pieced & machine quilted
21. SPECIALTY QUILTS: A)Cathedral Window   B) Yo-Yo    C)Applique    D) Embroidered
22. BABY QUILTS & LAP QUILTS
23. OTHER QUILTED ITEMS: A) Pillows   B) Wall Hanging   C) Any other including clothing, place mats,

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RULES FOR TAFCE CULTURAL ARTS

1. All first and second place winners from each Region may be exhibited.  (Two
entries per category) NO substitutions.

2. An individual may enter only one item per category or sub-category (i.e. categories
#8, 11, 14, 19, 20, 21, 23, and 27 may have an entry from the same person in
each of the sub-categories.

3. Articles MUST be entirely the work of the FCE member.  Said work to have been
completed during the past year – since the last conference.

4. No doll kits or pre-printed (“cheater”) quilts will be accepted.  All frameable items
must be framed.

5. Each member is responsible for arranging transportation for exhibits to and from
the State convention site.

6. Each Region must provide its own materials required to exhibit articles.  Tape and
nail cannot be used on walls.  If item are best displayed hung, please provide a
means of hanging.

7. Entries will be exhibited by category.

8. A “Viewer’s Choice” award by popular vote will be presented.

9. A list of Region winner should be sent to the State chairman as soon as chosen.

10. Neither the Tennessee Association for Family and Community Education, its
officers or members, The University of Tennessee, nor the Extension Staff will be
responsible for any lost, misplaced, or damaged items.  We do not anticipate any
misfortunes, but this disclaimer must be clearly understood by all exhibitors.

11. All exhibitors must be TAFCE member in good standing.
